	REDUCTION OF POVERTY

	More than one-third of families belonging to the Target Groups have directly benefited from the Project in a way reinforcing their own attempts to overcome poverty and social exclusion. 

Project benefits are of even greater importance, considering the indirect profits for the Target Groups, due to social attitude changes.

	THE FUTURE – INSTITUTIONS APPLICABILITY IN OTHER AREAS

	· The Single-Parent Family Centre will continue to be run by the Single Parents' Association and the Municipality of Evosmos (Probably supported by the Ministry of Equal Opportunities. There have been discussions with the Ministry of Equal Opportunities and some municipalities of the entire area of Thessaloniki aiming at the establishment of similar institutions based on POVERTY 3 experiences. 

	· The Centre for Pontian Families will continue to be run by the Municipality of Eleftherio-Kordelio (Probably supported by the Ministry of Macedonia-Thrace). 

	· The Centre of Instructional Methodology will continue to be run by the Department of Education, supported by several Foundations and Institutions, potentially developing into an autonomous Institute associated with the Department. 

	· The Integrated School Classes for Gypsies will continue to be run by the Ministry of Education. The same principles will underlie the formation of similar school classes. 

	· The already established associations of the Target Groups will extend their activities becoming members of the association of NGOS in Greece 

	PROJECT’S IMPACT ON LOCAL AND NATIONAL POLICIES

	· Based on Projects' experiences, a number of Institutions have changed their policy in certain fιelds (for instance within the range of Social Fund, Horizon etc.), in order to correspond to the Target Groups' special needs. 

· Based on Projects' experiences, the Minister of Education has appointed as a special advisor the Projects' Responsible for Education of the Target Groups and for the Education of the Least Privileged Groups and Minorities, authorising her to implement new programmes. (It is the fιrst time that the Minister of Education has appointed a special advisor for this subject.) 

· Based on Projects' experiences, the multidimensional approach tends to become a popular method, adopted by the Institutions of the area when facing social exclusion phenomena or any other social problems. 

· Based on Projects' experiences, partnership and participation have been accepted as fundamental organisation structures treating social exclusion. 

· The Project has contributed, through its interventions and visibility, to a major change of public discourse concerning issues of social exclusion and the situation of the poor and socially excluded.
