Comments on Activities

The drop-out of Gypsy children as a result of lοca1 school authorities' actions led the Project to the establishment of a "Tent School" in the area. The wide publicity obliged the Ministry of Education to accept at the end of the present Period the Project proposal on the education of Gypsy children. The Prefect's refusal to legalise the Project status created co-financing problems. These problems were resolved in Period Ε, when the Prefect was replaced.
